KEY MESSAGES -

Strong winds are possible, but the actual wind speed 

and direction remains uncertain. The greatest probability 

of wind impacts is along the coast, with impacts 

potentially beginning as early as Friday.

Coastal flooding and ocean overwash threat will be 

dependent largely on the strength of the winds. Minor to 

moderate coastal flooding and ocean overwash is 

possible beginning as early as Friday. 

Impacts are NOT directly dependent on whether or 

not this low gets tropical designation, aka “gets named”.

and continue to monitor for forecast updates as confidence in impacts increases.
